	Project description and sector


	The ABS Compliant Bio-trade in South(ern) Africa (ABioSA) programme is funded by Swiss State Secretariat for Economic Affairs (SECO) and implemented by the Deutsche Gesellschaft für Internationale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ) under the umbrella of the ABS Capacity Development Initiative, a multi-donor funded programme. ABioSA is hosted within the GIZ Centre for Cooperation with the Private Sector (CCPS), which hosts four regional/global programmes that support sustainable development for employment, economic growth and natural resources. The project is implemented in close partnership with the Department of Forestry, Fisheries and the Environment (DFFE), which leads the SA government’s approach to bio-trade. This collaboration takes account of existing policy and legislation, such as the National Environmental Management: Biodiversity Act (NEMBA); and the Bioprospecting Access and Benefit Sharing (BABS) regulations which govern access to South Africa’s plant resources and ensure communities benefit from their utilisation. 
Within this context the project also supports the implementation of the National Biodiversity Economy Strategy (NBES) and its implementation vehicle the Bio Products Advancement Network South Africa (BioPANZA). BioPANZA is mandated to ensure coordination, effective and efficient collaborations between various players in the sector in order to address a gap or developmental challenge to take South African value-added natural ingredients to the world. 

This call is related to component 1 of the three main components of the ABioSA programme that supports “SMMEs use financial and/or technical assistance designed specifically for biotrade innovation, growth and market access opportunities whilst leveraging own and other resources/funding”. The implementation of Outcome 1 being. The aim is to foster SMMEs’ (including start-ups and co-operatives) innovation and growth to improve reliability, safety, traceability and quality across the prioritised value chains (transboundary where relevant) with technical and financial assistance in collaboration with (but independently of) other partners and relevant BSOs based on the priorities identified during the SDPs within the context of the BioPANZA clusters.
The DFFE Bioprospecting & Biodiversity Economy directorate requested ABioSA to support with a market analysis and update of the commercial bioprospecting market of South Africa based on the 2013 data as per the National Biodiversity Economy Strategy (NBES). 

NBES, currently under review provides an excellent platform for the development and growth of the biotrade sector. The strategy sets out ten “Transformative Enabling Interventions” for the bioprospecting/biotrade sector. However, the data that was initially provided in the NBES is now already a decade old. This assignment is to update the data of the NBES based on the growth and support that has been provided over the past 10 years to the biodiversity economy. There is a direct link between NBES that led to the launch of the Bio Products Advancement Network South Africa (BioPANZA).
Such a review based on the past 10 years’ growth and development will not only be important for the update of government strategy data but also as a guide to the activities of the BioPANZA network. This should include the activity within the BioPANZA support by the project to “Develop a curated biotrade SMME directory indicating their “positioning in the pipeline”, current status and capacity, value added products contributed towards, type of financial and technical support needed as a reference document for the 5 BioPANZA clusters” that could provide the data that is needed in the NBES document to review the estimated number of 225 biotraders, that traded 24 indigenous plant species and bee products.
The aim of this assignment is to support the project together with DFFE to undertake an economic market analysis of the bioprospecting and biotrade sector of South Africa to inform the extent of its contribution to the South African economy toward the review of the National Biodiversity Economy Strategy (NBES) and development of a curated biotrade SMME directory.
