[bookmark: _Toc204050916]The project “Promoting the transition of the energy sector in Viet Nam” (TEV) funded by German Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ), to foster the development of a long-term political energy transition strategy, including legal and regulatory fundamentals, as well as the transfer of technological knowledge to MOIT (political partner).

The TEV project will engage a local consulting firm or organization to conduct a comprehensive study assessing the role of Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) and concessional foreign loans in accelerating Viet Nam’s energy transition. The study will propose practical solutions to enhance the mobilization and effective use of these financial sources, in the context of growing investment needs, domestic financing constraints, and shifting international support dynamics. It will include a detailed analysis of capital requirements through 2035 (with a long-term outlook to 2050 aligned with the revised PDP8), assess current policies and legal frameworks, and evaluate the challenges and opportunities associated with FDI and concessional loans in developing power projects—particularly in grid infrastructure and transitional generation capacity. The study recommends actionable measures to improve the investment climate and enhance access to green and blended finance instruments.

· Having experienced with at least 1 Development Cooperation project

· Copy of reference projects or other documents to prove that LCF can meet all technical eligibility requirements mentioned in this section.
