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“EU4ITD - Catalysing Economic and Social Life in PIRDP Regions”
(CESL) aims at re-balancing economic and social life in Georgia away
from the metropolitan centres of Tbilisi and Batumi. Since it compris-
es a part of EU’s support for the Pilot Integrated Regional Develop-
ment Programme (PIRDP)?, its remit is restricted to the four regions of
Guria, Imereti, Kakheti, Racha-Lechkhumi and Kvemo Svaneti. The
initiative is embedded in the wider national agendas of decentralisa-
tion, inclusive economic growth, and promotion of social cohesion
across the country.

B Urban renewal - i.e. projects which aim to turn unused or under-used “spaces” in urban centres? into “places” for commercial and social
exchange.

B Tourism development - i.e. initiatives which concern improving the tourist offer in PIRDP regions or mitigate negative impacts resulting
from tourism.

B Income generation and economic activation - i.e. projects whose goal is either 1) to develop or fill a gap in a specific value chain to enable

an increase in price or sales of a particular product; or 2) to kick-start or increase income generation of marginalised groups (e.g. rural
women, youth).

The general approach is to “catalyse” existing but untapped potential in
the four PIRDP regions to achieve positive economic and social outcomes.
While most funding is reserved for initiatives put forward by municipalities
or inter-municipal bodies3, CESL will also finance proposals related to
income generation or economic activation received from other organisa-
tions or individuals. As a rule, projects selected for support should be
regional in scope (e.g. involve inter-municipal cooperation, address a
regional value chain); in addition, they should be “integrated”* in nature,
typically comprising a mix of “hard” and “soft” measures and taking into
account the private sector, civil society, and environmental/cultural
heritage concerns.

CESL’s “front office” comprises eight staff, five based in Thilisi, two in Kutaisi,
and one in Telavi.

1The PIRDP is a national initiative led by MRDI. It addresses four out of ten regions in Georgia, with support from the EU provided under the programme “EU for Integrated Territorial Development” (EU4ITD).
2Since the goal here is to support the development of “centres of gravity” outside Thilisi and Batumi, “urban centres”are defined as the capitals of the four PIRDP regions and the four post-industrial towns in Imereti - i.e. Ambrolauri,
Kutaisi, Ozurgeti, Telavi, Chiatura, Samtredia, Tkibuli, and Zestaphoni.

3A call for project ideas was launched in November 2022 with a view to concluding grant agreements with municipalities or inter-municipal bodies.
4For the purposes of CESL, an “integrated” project is defined as one that 1) takes account of the unique situation and characteristics of the location(s) it concerns; 2) is cross-sectoral (e.g. will result in economic, social, and/or
environmental benefits); and 3) is planned and implemented by a coalition of partners from the community (e.g. businesses, civil society organisations, educational institutions universities - in addition to the local authority).
